artists from inside and outside Japan that are not to be missed. This year marks the 160th anniversary of Japan-France diplomatic relations, and 
there will also be programs linked with a dance festival in the French city of Lyon, one of Yokohama’s sister cities.
     Unfolding on the city streets, Yokohama Dance Paradise is one of the hallmark programs of Dance Dance Dance @ YOKOHAMA, and allows 
anyone to casually join in and experience the joys of dance. In addition, there will be workshops in which children can learn how to dance from 
professional dancers.
     Dance is an art of communication with the power to cross all sorts of borders, such as nationality, gender, generation, and presence or absence of 
disabilities. Whether they are dance fans or completely new to dance, I urge all people to see, dance in, and revel in all the fun of this dance festival, 
which could only be experienced in Yokohama.
